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Crime and Punishment

PROJECT OUTLINE
The project has been aimed at a Year 10 GCSE Drama group of 27 students.  It began in September 2007 and concluded at the end of February 2008.

ACTIVITIES SO FAR:

Staff Visits:

The project began with a staff visit to the Worcester Records Office and the George Marshall Museum – this was also combined with a project planning session.
Workshops:

Students at Bishop Perowne began the project by taking part in drama workshops which explored the question of crime and punishment in general. They created an imaginary society and developed laws of their own by which the society would be governed. They then explored the issue of crime within that society, under the laws they had created, and how punishment would work as an aspect of that society. 

Students were then involved in a range of practical workshops with:

Kris Kilburn (Youth Offending Officer) – Youth crime in the modern day.

Catriona Smellie (George Marshall Medical Museum) – Medical ethics in criminology.

Paul Hudson (Worcester Records Office) Historical perspectives on crime and punishment.

Making A Film ‘Docudrama’

As a result of these workshops several files of information, photographs, newspaper articles and historical documents were compiled. Each file related to a specific crime within a historical period. These files became the resource and stimulus material on which the students began to make a film ‘docudrama’. 

Working with St Barnabus Primary:

Two groups of students went to St Barnabus Primary in order to work with the Year 5 students. During these sessions they gave workshops on the idea of rules, crime and laws. Across the two workshops approximately 60 Year 5 students were involved and feedback on the workshops was excellent. 

Working with Professional Film Makers:

Once the students had begun to develop ideas four separate professional film makers came to Bishop Perowne to spend 5 weeks coaching the students in film making techniques and taking a hands on approach to assisting them in the making of the film ‘docudrama’.
