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Year 10 – GCSE

‘CRIME AND PUNISHMENT’

Project Activities

The first unit of assessed work in the GCSE Drama course is ‘Crime – A Crying Shame’.

As part of this work students will:

· Learn about crime and punishment, both in the modern day and throughout history, through a series of different stimuli – visitors to the group, replicas of death masks, newspaper extracts from historical crimes and other information sources such as criminal and medical research.

· Be involved in a series of workshops exploring the relationship between crime and punishment and how this has changed throughout history – using set GCSE guidelines and specific drama techniques and approaches.

· Have the opportunity to devise an improvised drama focusing on crime and punishment and using real life stories as a means of developing characters and storylines.

· Make a film documentary of crime and punishment throughout the ages.

· Work with students from ‘St Barnabus’ Primary school in the making of the film.

· Contribute to the learning resources stored at the Worcester Records Office and used in schools across the county.

VISIT 1:
(THURSDAY 13th SEPTEMBER) Chris Kilburn – What punishment for what crime – the modern day picture.

VISIT 2:
(THURSDAY 20th SEPTEMBER) Catriona Smellie from the GEORGE MARSHALL MUSEUM – What is the museum? What does it do? The medical research aspect of crime and punishment – death masks and other implements.

VISIT 3:
(THURSDAY 27th SEPTEMBER) Paul Hudson from the Worcester Records Office – bringing information about the prisons, criminals in history, the relationship between crime and punishment through history.

During the double lessons throughout September we will do workshops based on the information given to us by our visitors. At the beginning of November students will divide into final working groups and each group will focus on a single central character – a criminal story from history.
