	SUBJECT AND TOPIC

Project examining the relationship between crime and punishment in both a past and modern day sense. Using a range of drama techniques and with the aim of producing a short docudrama film.


	CONTEXT

First in series of 6 exploratory ‘workshop’ style drama lessons aimed at exploring the concepts of law, crime, punishment, society and how these relate to each other. 


	OBJECTIVES

· To give pupils the opportunity to explore, in practical terms, the relationship between crime and consequence.

· To give pupils the opportunity to explore, in practical terms, the relationship between crime and punishment.

· To give pupils the opportunity for pupils to explore the issues of law and the application of law to a society.

· To provoke further discussion on the issue of crime and society – how does society break down when laws are broken and what consequences does this have for the population within the society.


	PUPIL ACTIVITIES TO ACCOMMODATE LEARNING STYLES

· Teacher introduces purpose of improvisation (See objectives) and situation in which it is set – isolation from all other people (e.g ‘Lord of The Flies)
· Pupils divide into groups of 5 or 6.
· Each group is given the task of creating a society of their own. Students should be asked to think about hierarchy within the society, how the society is governed and what is important to the people of this society – depending on where they live etc.
· Each group then makes up 5 central laws for their society.
· Each group decides on punishments for the breaking of any one of these laws.
· Each group devises two improvisations showing: the breaking of one of the laws in each, the consequences for their ‘society’ of this and how the law breaking is dealt with (Punishment)
· Present all or some improvisations. Discuss.

	ASSESSMENT:
Unit formed part of GCSE Drama Assessment for Edexcel and focused on the RESPONSE phase of the work.
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The relationship between crime and punishment in a modern day sense.
Following the presentation by Chris Kilburn (Youth Offending Officer) we completed this practical workshop. 

In groups of 5 or 6  each group took one of the crimes listed on the ‘Crimes Committed by Young People in Worcestershire’ sheet and produced a short improvisation. This is what we did:

· Produced a STILL IMAGE showing a group of young people involved in this crime (at the moment the crime is being committed) they must all be the people committing the crime – not the victims of the crime.

· Presented the still image. 

· Back in groups – added a THOUGHT-TRACK for each person – the thought-track must contain some justification as to why the young person is committing this crime.

· Present still images with thought-tracks.

· Back in groups – produced a FLASHBACK IMPROVISATION showing how and why the young people got involved in this. It should show the social background (telling the audience why they are stealing, why they are doing drugs, why they are causing criminal damage) . It should begin and end with the still image.
· Presented these to an audience – HOT SEAT the characters – what was their motivation? Do they regret it? Do they blame anyone else etc.... Ask the audience to come up with a sentence (remembering the work they did with Chris Kilburn) for each of the young people involved in the crime shown.
· Back in groups – each person wrote a short MONOLOGUE using the ideas they have used in the drama, the ideas gained from the hot seating and their imagination, which explains to the audience (as if they are the character – first person perspective) why they got involved in the crime, what they think will happen to them, what they hope for in the future. Group members can help each other to write this. Each group should then practice delivering the monologues – they should give them a setting (a group meeting in the street, in a cafe etc) then have each person in turn speak their monologue to the audience.
