	SUBJECT AND TOPIC

Project examining the relationship between crime and punishment in both a past and modern day sense. Using a range of drama techniques and with the aim of producing a short docudrama film.


	CONTEXT

Second unit in exploration of the relationship between crime/punishment and law. Examining the issues from a media perspective and how this distorts and communicates to a mass audience.


	OBJECTIVES

· To examine issues from an alternative point of view
· To understand the role that media plays in our perception of crime and punishment and the law.
· To produce written materials valuable for inclusion in portfolio work.


	PUPIL ACTIVITIES TO ACCOMMODATE LEARNING STYLES

· Students are asked to focus on the imaginary society that they have created and on the five laws that they have created for this society.
· The are asked to focus on a crime and punishment scenario within their society and to examine this from a media perspective – as if it is being reported on to a mass audience.
· Groups are given the option of including:
· A news bulletin – delivered from a studio (having at least three different stories – focusing on crime and punishment within the created society)
· Interviews  -with people involved.

· ‘On Location’ and ‘Eye Witness’ reports

· An ‘experts’ report – someone who knows the society and its laws very well.

· Students should bring all of these elements together to produce a news media style drama for presentation to the rest of the group.
· They should also – produce a brief newspaper report about one or more of the crimes.
· All ‘Media Perspective’ dramas are presented to the group and techniques, approaches, ideas discussed and evaluated.
