	SUBJECT AND TOPIC

Project examining the relationship between crime and punishment in both a past and modern day sense. Using a range of drama techniques and with the aim of producing a short docudrama film.


	CONTEXT

Third unit in exploration of the relationship between crime/punishment and law. First part of the project which examines the differences between drama for the stage and for film.


	OBJECTIVES

· To further expand student understanding of the relationship between crime/punishment/law
· To examine differences between producing drama for stage and for film.
· To produce short docudrama using information already gained through improvised scenes.


	PUPIL ACTIVITIES TO ACCOMMODATE LEARNING STYLES

· Students are asked to go back into the groups in which they worked for the first unit on the ‘5 Laws’.
· Each group is given a hand held video camera and a list of filming techniques.
· Time is spent on demonstrating the filming techniques (with a camera linked to a TV so that students can see the results of using different film shots)
· Students given time to try out the shots.
· Blank storyboard sheets are given out and groups are asked to storyboard their ‘5 Laws’ dramas.
· Using the storyboards and knowledge of filming angles – groups are now asked to produce a short (no longer than 1 minute) docudrama video which clearly shows:
1. the society that the group created
2. their 5 laws
3. the relationship between crime and punishment within this society and focusing on these laws.
· The videos are shown to each of the groups and the ‘5 Laws’ evaluation sheet is completed by individual students through a process of discussion, self and peer evaluation.

FILMING TECHNIQUES - FILM DOCUMENTARY

‘Crime a Crying Shame’

You could use any or all of these techniques to set up shots and scenes 

	TECHNIQUE
	USE

	Establishing Shot
	To immediately establish where and/or when a scene is taking place. Sometimes to show passage of time.

	Extreme Close Up
	So close that not all of the face is visible – useful for monologues and dramatic facial expression shots.

	Close Up
	Head and Shoulders shot.

	Extreme Long Shot
	Used to show general location in which scene is taking place.

	Zoom in/out
	Moving towards or away using the zoom facility on the camera – can create sense of movement.

	Pan Shot
	Moving around a scene from left to right or right to left. Useful to create suspense.

	Follow Shot
	Camera follows a moving person or object – gives sense of movement.

	Worms Eye View
	Low angle shot used to create a sense of something or somebody being big/tall.

	Birds Eye View
	High angle shot used to create sense of something or somebody being small/short

	Tilt Shot
	Used to make things look strange or crazy.

	Voice Over
	Similar to a narration in drama – a voice that tells the story.

	Over The Shoulder Shot
	Camera looking over the shoulder of a character – showing the audience what the character is seeing.

	Two Shot
	Two heads in shot – useful for interview or private conversation scenes.

	One shot
	One person’s head in shot, cutting to another person’s head, cutting back etc – useful for interview style scenes.

	Special Effects
	Sounds or video effects added either as the filming is done or as part of the editing – not a part of the original soundtrack.

	Approach Shot
	Camera is still whilst subject moves towards and often past the camera.

	Follow Shot
	Camera follows a moving person from behind.

	Reverse Follow Shot
	Camera follows a moving person from the front – facing toward the person – the camera operator walking backwards.
