	SUBJECT AND TOPIC

Project examining the relationship between crime and punishment in both a past and modern day sense. Using a range of drama techniques and with the aim of producing a short docudrama film.


	CONTEXT: Fourth unit in exploration of relationship between crime and punishment – focusing on the historical context. Using research as a means of producing factually based drama.


	OBJECTIVES

· To encourage students to view research as an important aspect of a project and to be able to use factual information as a basis for drama.
· To give students the opportunity to use a range of personal skills in the collation and interpretation of researched information as a basis for practical drama.
· To further deepen student understanding of the relationship between crime and punishment in an historical context.


	PUPIL ACTIVITIES TO ACCOMMODATE LEARNING STYLES

· Students now form new groups of approximately 6 or 7.
· Each group is given a folder of information concerning real life crime story from history.
· Each group is asked to sort through the folder of information and to begin collating the information and deciding what they might wish to use in the next unit of the project – to produce a docudrama based on the real life crime story and the background information supplied to them in their folder.
· Students are asked to complete the ‘Questions To Be Answered When Doing Your Research’ sheet.
· Once they have collated the information and decided what they think is important the task is then to begin translating this into practical drama – deciding what characters, locations, facts etc – they should include from their research and what style they want the drama to take.
· Groups then begin structuring scenes for their drama. When a certain number of scenes have been created asks students to begin thinking about translating the drama into film. Each group is given a video camera and asked to begin filming some ‘practice’ scenes.
· Throughout this work the groups share their ideas and video with other groups for evaluative purposes.
