	SUBJECT AND TOPIC

Project examining the relationship between crime and punishment in both a past and modern day sense. Using a range of drama techniques and with the aim of producing a short docudrama film.


	CONTEXT

Fifth unit in crime and punishment project. Students now begin to collate film footage and factual research and to compile this into a finished product – a short video documentary based on the information contained within their original research information packs. Professional guidance is needed within this unit of the project.


	OBJECTIVES

· To give students the opportunity of working with professional film makers and to learn the skills involved in the making of a professional video presentation.
· To bring together all of the researched information and practice film footage into a final product.
· To give students the experience of using film as a means of communication and expression and as a way of comparing this with alternative forms of drama.


	PUPIL ACTIVITIES TO ACCOMMODATE LEARNING STYLES

· Students are introduced to professional freelance film makers. 
· Each group is allocated one film maker who will be their ‘mentor’ during this final phase of the project. Each filmmaker introduces themselves to their group.
· A session is spent with the students showing the work they have completed and expressing their aims in terms of the final film product.
· Planning and filming is completed over a period of approximately 5 weeks according to the working style of the filmmaker and the nature of the students.
· Students are encouraged to form ‘production companies’ whereby each group allocates individuals to specific roles – director, cinematographer, producer, sound, lighting etc – as well as taking an acting role in the drama.
· Various locations are found – though often these can be within school/college – spaces that are adapted or representative/symbolic spaces using basic furniture etc.. Costume is also used but in a representative sense – the extent to which this is ‘realistic’ is down to choice and .
