Final Workshop

OBJECTIVE:

· To explore the differences between producing drama for film and for stage.

· To video these performances for the purposes of discussion and evaluation.
YOU WILL:
1. Stage every part of the drama that you created for filming but as a stage performance.

2. Add various drama techniques that may make this possible.
3. Perform to an audience.

APPROACH:

1. Decide which scenes to include. (You must clearly tell the story)
2. Decide how you are going to link the scenes in a way that still communicates all the information and the story to the audience.

3. Decide which drama techniques you may need to use to do this (you can add scenes or connecting scenes that were not in your original film drama). Given below are some examples of drama techniques and ways in which you might find it useful to use them:

· NARRATIVE – to tell the story, to link scenes, to explain the passage of time.

· FLASHBACK – To fill in information for the audience about characters or storyline (this may be useful if you have a very short scene that you want to expand and include supporting information for)

· THOUGHT-TRACK – this may help explain a character’s thoughts or feelings that are not already clear to the audience.

· CROSS-CUTTING – in film it is very easy to switch from one scene to another – you just ‘CUT’ the scene and go to the next one. In drama you have ‘CROSS-CUTTING’ a technique that allows two or more scenes to be happening at the same time – you swap from one to the other by freezing one scene a whilst the other comes to life.

· MUSIC – to give atmosphere and strengthen expression.
